Easter is another significant time of year for all Christians T wi t h Godds f orgi venestonobfeurfaith. par t
| have written about before about this subject before but recently it has sprung to mind again for some reason, and in

particular two names keep popping into my head. The first is Nelson Mandela. Viewed by some as a terrorist and other s as

a freedom fighter, the fact remains that he was kept in prison for over 27 years for standing up against the apartheid laws i n

South Africa. He believed in equality for all, whatever the colour of the skin. During his incarceration he approached the SA
Government to see if there was interest in negotiating to bring apartheid to an end. Whilst his exact personal beliefs are n ot

clear, it is well documented that he was brought up and educated within Methodism and, during his sentence prayed

regularly with those of the Christian faith. On his release in 1990, aged 71 years, his popularity was such that he could easily

have encouraged an uprising again white rule, BUT he chose the route of forgiveness and reconciliation. He could see,

through faith, tha t it was the way forward.

The second name is from more recent times 1 Pastor Mick Fleming. You might recognise the name as he came to the fore

during the pandemic having brief appearances on TV and radio. His life is a massive story of forgiveness i both receiving

and giving. Abuse as a child built this man into a hardened, armed thug and addict T we l | ear ni ng his nick
That was until he had an experience whilst out on a thimant 0 |
understanding of God and forgiveness. Later, very much to his own surprise and against what he planned to happen, he

forgave his abuser despite having a concealed knife on him and the inclination to use it! Being pastor at Church on the

Speaker for the evening was local artist Lorna Hope, talking in particular, about lino graphics. She started

copying Athena posters and then trained in printing and painting at Falmouth Collejamd at

University in Canada. Lorna started teaching, including at a Boys Reform School in London, as well as
producing her own work. She starts off from a sketch, things she sees around her, which is transferred ont
lino. This is heated, and then ttiesign is cut away with a very sharp tool. Lorna passed around some variec
and impressive examples of her work, including oil paintings and prints of buildings in Chicago and New

York. Her theme is often dereliction and decay and she has captured ohagssric buildings which have

since disappeared. Having used colour, she now restricts herself to whites, greys and blacks. Printing mes
that more copies of a piece of work can be produced. She has her own business and sells through an onli
gallery.Lorna brought some colourful cards with her for sale. She will be offering printmaking workshops a

Rhiewport Hall this year. She was thanked for such an interesting and illuminating talk.
